HANDLER’S CORNER

The Reset Cue

A simple way to get your dog back with you—fast.

What it is

A trained behavior that tells youur dog:
“Check in. We're starting fresh.”

How to build it

e Start with a known cue (touch, watch, or sit)

* Practice in low-distraction settings
* Reward fast responses

e Gradually add distractions

Why it works

* Breaks fixation before it escalates
» Keeps mistakes from snowballing

* Reinforces focus on you

PRO TIP: Use it early—before you
lose your dog, not after.
